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1. Introduction (ctrl+h)

Every paper must have an introduction to explain the background of the work presented. The first paragraph uses IPENZ_firstparagraph (ctrl+f) so that it lines up with the heading.

The second paragraph uses Normal,IPENZ_Normal so that the indent is maintained. The indent is 0.5cm in from the edge of the paper. Do not under any circumstances change the definitions of these styles. For emphasis within paragraphs use only italicised text. Coloured text is reserved for hyperlinks. These should be contained only in the reference section and authors notes. For Greek characters within the text please use the Symbol font set. All other characters must be in Times Roman. Only SI measures may be used with a space between the value and the unit, eg 12 cm.
